Task 1 - 51 km task set to Avila

Conditions during the day were too windy so a rfhsias set at 6pm. Rarely do evening tasks come off
but 150 pilots took to the air at 7.05 with a 51 task set to Avila. The worry was that the thernvedse
dying and an expedient transition through the RaBdd be necessary.

The cagey pilots who'd
hung back progressed well avoiding the stickingifgoand easing towards the Castle. Once there a
thunderous climb of 10 up powered the lead glithawsk to base for the return leg. Seasoned trooper
Innes Powell ( Airwave FR3 ) showed the field thteod free thinking, rejecting the gaggle suck to
navigate solo back to Piedrahita. Past the towgraous into wind leg produced both strong lift and
sink and it wasn’t until 2 km out that Innes wasuwaed of getting home first. GPS gremlins still laad
part to play and having flown through the ‘end péad section’ 1 km cylinder and the associatedodeidi
alarm from the Competino, Innes thought he’d fiethBurning off his height he wafted to within 16




metres of the 400 metre finish cylinder and lantthes becoming 1st of the losers ! Had he completed
this task Innes would have won the whole competitiatright. Unlucky !!! lvan Colas( Axis Mercury )
won the day 25 pilots made goal.

Task 3 - 102km South West past Plasencia to goal.

Flight Types
Only a pilot's 6 best flights will count. The pessible types of flight are as follows:

Open Distance (score: distance)
Open Distance flights do not have any turnpoingser®distance flights will score the straight-line
distance from the start point to the end point.

Turnpoint Flights (score: distance)

Turnpoint Flights are open distance flights withtai8 turnpoints. This means that you can useffligh
optimization software to compute your best distafit® 3 turnpoint rule includes separate start and
finish points.




Flights to Goal (score: distance x 1.25)

Flights to goal will also be scored in a straighel The start point and goal must be declaredbyptlot
prior to launching. Completed goal flights score #traight-line distance multiplied by 1.25 whea th
majority of the flight is out of ridge lift.

Out and Return (score: distance x 2, or distance x 2.5 when declared)

Out and Return flights commence at a start pomtogind a single turnpoint, and return to the oagi
start point. The coordinates of the start point famdh point are therefore identical. The stamigh point
may be different to the actual launch/landing poimit the flight distance is only measured fromstaet,
to the turnpoint and back.

Completed Out and Return flights score the distangkiplied by 2 when the majority of the flight dst
of ridge lift, or the distance multiplied by 2.5 aithe flight has been declared beforehand.

FAI Triangle (score: distance x 3, or distance x 3.75 when declared)

An FAI Triangle is one which satisfies the FAI'SY2&Rule (shortest side must be greater than, orl égy
28% of the distance flown). To fly a triangle youshround three turnpoints, and return to the nabi
start point. The coordinates of the start point godl are therefore identical and for declaredgias ant
local records, must be one of the turnpoints. Thaa/goal point may be different to the actual
launch/landing points.

Completed FAI Triangle flights score the distanadtiplied by 3 when the majority of the flight isibof
ridge lift, or the distance multiplied by 3.75 whigne flight has been declared beforehand.

Note that for non-declared triangles, using GP#ieation, you can fly doop and you will be scored the
best triangle which can be fitted inside it. Yoack log points must cross to complete ltt@p. This
means you don’t have to start and finish at a timtgut may start midway alondeg. However for
declared triangles and local records the FAI ratdsapply, and your start and finish must be ia¢ of

the three turnpoints.

Flat Triangle (score: distance x 2, or distance x 2.5 when declared)

A Flat Triangle is a triangular flight, except thiatloes not conform to the FAI 28% rule. Complefdat
Triangle flights score the distance multiplied bwRen the majority of the flight is out of ridgét Jior the
distance multiplied by 2.5 when the flight has bdenlared beforehand.

A while ago, in discussions with the council, | waformed that there would be a tightening up @f th
rules regarding our flying at this site. Primaiilgcause of the perceived increase in the riskigétion
against them. They were considering a full riskeasment and enforcing the strict membership
requirement, and then tougher policing on our parery difficult, especially during the week!

The only problem with yesterday was that tightenrhership restrictions and policing would not have
prevented the problem, it was purely bad decisiaking.

It was windy, but the pilots made a decision to-li§ you are not able to cope with landing theewell
as taking off then don’t fly. It's one thing malgim fool of yourself on a deserted piece of beadtod
season, a completely different matter if it's cadem people.

The site might appear quite benign in the sunshutehere are risks, especially when it is windy.
cliff site can be very dangerous, here as wellythnel funnelling through the gap can cause probjems
there is also the proximity to the side and redanfling of the river, very deep when at high tide.

The pilot who landed on the beach next to the aaféngst the tourists had no reason to — the gresn w
almost empty, | assume a misjudgement!

The pilot who was blown back, a long way! Only gatay with a relatively uneventful landing as the
wind was so far off to the west that it was flowing the sides of the valley rather than coming oker
sharp edge of the cliff. The last pilot to be bfolaack over the same spot with the wind on had a
complete blow out, spectacular crash and ended tpspital.

As a general point relating to all sites, if thare lots of members of the public around therefes a
greater risk of conflict. People are sat/lyinguard relaxing, they are not expecting or able toogetof
the way quickly (looking at the size of some ofrthihey couldn’t if they wanted to) As we all know
from the news they are much more likely to suestimething that we would consider minor. This
combined with the arrival of a brightly coloureary noisy Air Ambulance, lots of mobile phone pics
and a call to the nervous council would guarantég one outcome!

Much as you might not believe it, | don't like hagia moan, but we really cannot afford to lose sitey
Charmouth may only be a coastal site and not awepone, but lots of pilots enjoy flying there and
would be very upset if it were lost for some stugdson.

West Bay — remember closed as per Charmouth -hegake off at Eype.
