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As promised a summary of the Feb French
visit as laid on by Andy Pearse. | heard of a
spare place due to a drop out and managed
to grab the opportunity for some winter
flying. Whoever the drop out is, cheers!

| am aiming to influence all the newcomers
to the Condors to try out a professionally
organised trip such as this and you can’t get
any more professional than Flying Frenzy.

This trip pulled together nine Pilots from all
walks of life and pushed them to heights
they had wished for, and more. The Frenzy
team included Andy P, John Stuck (the Voo
Doo SATman), Bob Moore the retrieve for
the week (some found this more nerving
than the flying) and of course Kim and
Sapphire our friendly cooks and
entertainment. The ample Gite
accommodation was provided by Ben and
Karen our hosts, two of the most down to
earth, fun and sincere people to will ever get
the opportunity to meet.

At the beginning of the week Pilots
expressed what they would like to see out of
the week, which ranged from thermalling,
height gain ATO, flying Monaco, wing overs,
smooth flying, achieving BHPA tasks, etc.

My recollections are:-

Sun 3" Feb — Bob picked me up at an
unearthly hour for the drive to Bristol
International, which we managed in under
an hour despite clutch slip on the VW. |
don’t know how much money they have
ploughed into the International Terminal?
but they still managed to get a conveyor belt
breakdown and on arrival | noticed the odd
Pilot and bag sporadically spaced out in a
passenger queue, which filled the terminal.
This ate up an hour and a quarter of
shuffling before setting off to the restaurant
for the compulsory mega breakfast. Once
finished they were calling us through.

Flight was quick, we picked up three
vehicles from the airport and set off north
towards the beautiful mountain region to
Greolieres at the base of Montagne du
Cheiron, passing Gourdon landing field on
the way and trucking up through Gorges du
Loup.

We stopped at the local corner shop for
food and drink before arriving to banners
welcoming Flying Frenzy back to Ben and
Karen'’s.

Greolieres is a picturesque little village with
a corner shop a school, church, couple of
restaurants, a good community spirit and
that's about it, fantastic.

After settling in 4 per apartment, we had a
quick briefing and discussion around what
we were expecting from the trip, and then all
off to

the local restaurant for Pizza and beers.




Mon — Snow. That put paid to flying this
day, Paul and | drove up the mountain a
little way only to find we were sliding back
down and all the locals were adorning
chains. Later Andy, drove the 4x4 to the
local ski slopes with Paul, John W and John
B and I, with the intention of sledging, but
found it too severe. On-route we gave a
helping jump-start and push for others who
weren't quite prepared.

Brought back memories of when we used to
get snow at home, when | were a lad.

The evening was spent getting to know
fellow pilots and trying to empty the bottles
of plonk. Ben joined us, made us feel
welcome and pointed out that the paintings
in our rooms were £20K a time and which
he had been holding for a good friend who
had sadly and recently passed away.

Tues — The weather had changed
dramatically to blue skies. The routine for
the week was to meet at 9am for the days
brief before packing the truck and heading
of in search of a flight, today we flew from
the Greolieres take off, 666ft above the
village and landing field adjacent to the only
school. The prevailing wind was NE and
windy at higher levels. However Greolieres
has its own microclimate and the sites that
face south are often sheltered allowing good
flying in the warm sunshine, perfect for any
newcomer and for the maiden flights.
Everyone managed a few flights,

generally light winds, most mastering the
reverse launch technique, except me
dropping the brake handle on take off and
cocking up. Nice top to bottoms for all, the
truck making 5 retrieves, in all a good day,
stunning views and each pilot trying out a
new technique or a planned flight.

By evening most were knackered, sank a
few beers and my apartment mucked in by
preparing a chilli laced with a dozen of Bens
hottest dried chilli’s, nice.

Wed — Another Blue day in Greolieres, light
winds, some thermic activity, but due to an
inversion and high pressure barely
scratching above take off. However most
had 3 flights again all tried new
manoeuvres, took photos in flight and had
another memorable day.



All had good landings except for John W
who got tangle up with an over excited dog
and Les who had an unexpected heavy side
landing, the worst bit ripping his jeans.

Thur — Another Blue day but this time we
set off for Gourdon a stunning ridge with a
top to bottom of 1166ft with scope to fly out
over the village of Gourdon perched at the
mouth of Gorge du Loup.

Most of the guys had some awesome flying
today, a few getting their first photos in
flight, some their first taste of thermals,
flying in close proximity and many BHPA
tasks signed off. | had to scratch for some
time before getting enough height to jump
the gap towards Gourdon, getting some
nice thermals to push out to the village
along with Matt. My second flight was
working better and | was able to jump back
across the gap and scratch my way back to

land at top take off. The most memorable bit
was Bruce Goldsmith (who had introduced
himself at takeoff) taking photos as | was
scratching my way back to take off, a few
meters from the edge. | didn’t manage to
get a photo of him, but he got one of me.
How many other sports do you get to meet
the world champion doing that?

Later in the afternoon most managed a
couple more top to bottoms up until 4.30pm
when the katabatic wind kicked in.

After the daily de-brief where pilots relived
their flights and boasted of their
achievements the evening turned out also
very memorable with a three course curry
cooked by Kim for all, followed by a music
quiz laid on in Bens house. With questions
and short bursts of music, the idea being
who could name the tune and artist in the
fastest time. Sounds easy but when you
have twelve on one side and Andy Pearce
on the other the odds are not good. Yep
Andy won. Not even the drink clouded his
responses, however it did bring out the
emotions in him and we witness a marriage
of instructors.

Fri — Karen’s birthday and another fine day,
the winds dropped and a southerly on the
coast. Monaco was on, all were excited. We
were soon rolling and on an early start to
the coast. A slight hiccup when we took the
wrong turning, but re-convened finally at
take off via a stop at the beach-landing site.

As expected most were excited, nervous at
the daunting top to bottom of over 2000ft,
worried about the beach landing and plainly
gob smacked and privileged to be flying
Monaco, and a lot with only a few hours
under their belt!

| managed to get away quickly whilst the
foreigners were still faffing and clipping in.

My eyes were set on two flyers thermalling
a grand or more above, my aim being
getting to the top, | dropped straight into a
stonker, headed towards the only wispy bits
suddenly forming in a generally blue sky. A
bit gnarly but it took me to the top o the
stack at 1800ft ATO. So, as soon as | got
there | thought that's done lets get the ****
out of here and headed out towards some
aerial masts on another ridge, things were
getting even lumpier so | pushed out front
towards the smoother stuff, as | looked back
| notice the cloud which had formed by now
engulfing a couple and within 15 minutes
the base had dropped over 800ft. By then a
little lower | was only just making progress
in a bowl beneath take off.

Within another 20 minutes the cloud had
gone and what | can only assume to be a
sea breeze and gust front had passed. The
best flight of the week, hour and a quarter,
30 mins scratching around the villages and
churches on the hillside and spiralling onto
the beach.

As soon as we all returned to take off |
quickly got away, luckily just before the
katabatic wind kicked in and had another
pleasant half hour floating above the beach
taking photos and video. The worst bit being
accidentally switching the video on when |
took it out my pocked, hence stopping it
when | though | was filming.

Although the others didn’'t manage a second
flight they were well chuffed. Most having
their flight of the week, getting more height
than they had ever experienced. We lost
our retrieve for an hour, sat near the beach
in a cold katabatic wind before driving flat
out back to Greolieres where we were
booked in for a Burns Night in the local
village hall with all the locals. The Burns
night being a Scottish haggis party and barn
dance? in France?

Another cracking evening sinking too many
beers, rubbing shoulders with the likes of
Bob Drury and Russell Ogden. When we
were tempted to join in the line dancing |
knew it was time to leave, although some
stumbled back at 4am!

Sat — Another fine day woke us, another
briefing and back to the stunning Gourdon
for the last day flying.

Everyone strutted keenly to top take off, had
good take offs and flights whilst | gingerly
sat at the lower take off head in hands. Last
time I'm gonna drink. The lesson learnt was
how this state of mind affects flying.
Psychologically you need to be 100%
committed, alert, willing to conquer and
fight. I wasn’t. As a result, | was turning too
close to the hill, generally convinced the
wing was moving all over the place, the tips
were going as a result of no active input and
as soon as | was high | wanted to be low. If
you don't feel like flying don't.

| did enjoy watching the others pushing
themselves and making good spot landings
in a field not that big.

The second flight of the day was better and
more thermals about, Paul and Tim
thermalling like a goodun, John W detects
the difference between thermic and dynamic
lift, Tim tries a spiral entry, Matt, John B and
| scratch the cliffs for ages, everyone had
another fab flight. Bob and | managed to get
to the right of take off and found various
ridges kicking off. Bob had a collapse,
turning him into a rockface and scaring the
sh** out of him. | managed to take one to
2400ft above the valley, which presented
me with a horizon of sea one side, and
snow capped mountain after mountain on
the other side to feast my eyes on. No
bloody camera, but all logged in memory
bank. After an hour | pushed out over the
valley for a rest and managed to lock in the
Eagle and spiralled down over the landing
field, only needing to put a little opposite
brake to entice it out, fab. The sweep
through landing didn’t quite go to plan but
another memorable flight.

As the light diminished we were treated to a
show by the instructors of more radical
ascent techniques, which resulted in
applauses, and cries of laughter.

Les C — the whole week was stunning,
didn’t want tricks or big moves, just enjoyed
the smooth flying, stunning views and good
company along the way.

day was enjoyable except the days with
hangovers. Liked it so much he stayed.

Resume of the year - No major problems
Batcombe is now officially a Condors site
On a more general point — site discipline - most of it is common sense. One incident recently
occurred at Sandy Bay, when it was more than usually busy; the footpath was obstructed, a

definite no-no, please try and avoid this especially if there are pedestrians around.

Also Charmouth and Eype are other sites where this can easily happen, although Charmouth is
a bit of a moveable feast, literally.

If you can’t be bothered, think about it from a selfish point of view, someone could walk across
your glider, and potentially damage it! This also applies behind or around take off generally — if




you leave your glider laid out, or in the case of a hang glider rigged - someone could easily be
dragged across it, again potential for damage.

Likewise the landing area, leave it clear or risk problems.
| know we have discussed takeoff etiquette and site discipline before, but a little common sense
goes a long way. Normally on a quiet site there is no problem, but on the occasion when it gets

busy, perhaps have a quick discussion and sort out some sort of plan!!

Flying generally no problem — but, if you are on take off and unsure or don’t want to take off at
that moment, move to one side and let someone else through.

Don't rig on take off and block others

In the air, usual rules apply, but also use your common sense, especially where the lift band
may be narrow — try to accommodate others, rather than forcing them out of lift unnecessarily.

Try and fly so that it is fairy easy for others to anticipate your next move, erratic flying causes
confusion.

Keep a good lookout!
